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INTRODUCTION

1. The 20™ Programme Coordinating Board held in June 2007 adopted a number of
decisions designed to strengthen the Board’s effectiveness. Decision 10.0 states
that in order to “synchronize with the ECOSOC process, the Chair/Vice-Chair will be
elected for one calendar year, starting the term on 1 January of each year.” This
decision created an anomaly whereby, as explained in the document supporting this
decision, the Chair and Vice Chair elected in 2008 would need to serve for two years
(2008-2009) rather than just one, in order to align the Programme Coordinating
Board and ECOSOC election calendars.

2. The United States of America has announced its intention to step down as
Programme Coordinating Board Chair effective 31 December 2008. In accordance
with the Board’s Modus Operandi and relevant Board decisions, the Programme
Coordinating Board would be expected to follow past tradition and elect the current
Vice Chair, Ethiopia, to the position of Chair for a term starting on January 1, 2009.
As a result, this meeting of the Programme Coordinating Board must elect a Vice
Chair for a term starting on January 1, 2009.

3. Under agenda item “6.1 Implementation of previous PCB decisions”, the Board will
consider changes to the Modus Operandi to reflect decisions taken at its 20"
meeting. Under the provisions of the Modus Operandi as it currently stands the
following Member States will be eligible for election as an officer of the Board on the
basis that they are members of the Board at the time of election on 17 December
2008 (countries shown in bold are due to come off the Board on 1 January 2009 so
should not be considered for election):

4. However, should the Programme Coordinating Board decide to amend the Modus
Operandi as proposed in document UNAIDS/PCB(23)/08.24 the following Member
States will be eligible for election by virtue of the fact they will be members of the
Board as of 1 January 2009 when the term of office will begin (new members are
shown in bold):

5. Although the position of rapporteur was not mentioned specifically in the decision of the
20" Programme Coordinating Board, it would seem logical to align the terms of office of
all three officers of the Board (chair, vice-chair and rapporteur). Therefore, like the chair
and vice-chair, it should be understood that Guatemala was elected rapporteur for 2008
and 2009.

6. Finally the attention of the Programme Coordinating Board is drawn to paragraph 21 of
the Modus Operandi which states that: “Officers will be elected taking into account a fair
geographical distribution.”

7. Under this item, in accordance with paragraph 2b of the Annex of ECOSOC
Resolution 1995/2:

“(b) The process of identification of the nhon-governmental organizations that
sought to participate in the work of the Board would be determined by the non-
governmental organizations themselves. The Board would formally approve the
nomination of those organizations;”.
